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1. Regular Admission
(1) Schedule A
@ Written Examination
* English: TOEFL-ITP is used for the applicants’ English examination.
* Mathematics: Three questions from Linear Algebra, Calculus,
Differential Equations, Fourier Analysis, Probability Statistics,
Variation Method, Vector Analysis, Complex Function Theory, etc.
(The problems of Mathematics are given in Japanese only)
@ Oral Examination
The applicant is examined on his/her motivation and aptitude for
study, basic knowledge of his/her field of interest, and scientific
background in Japanese or English.
@ Interview
Those who passed written examination and oral examination are
examined on motivation and commitment in Japanese or English.

(2) Schedule B

@ Short Essay
The applicant is required to submit a short essay on his/her gradu-
ation research or, alternatively, on a research project of the same
quality conducted during the student’s years of study. Short Essay
must be written in Japanese. Document screening will be conducted
based on the submitted Short Essay and undergraduate academic
transcripts. Only those who pass this document screening will be
eligible for English Examination, Oral Examination, and Interview.
(Please check the website of HEES for details about the essay format,
submission procedure, and notification of screening results.)

@ English Examination
For those who passed the document screening, English proficiency
will be evaluated using the score of TOEFL."" The applicant is re-
quired to submit valid TOEFL score sheet. Score sheet must be
submitted in advance by the deadline without waiting for the results
of the document screening.

® Oral Examination
For those who passed the document screening, an oral examination
is carried out to examine the applicant’s basic scholastic ability and
the ability to plan and perform research in Japanese or English.

@ Interview
Those who passed the document screening are examined on areas
of interest, motivation and commitment in Japanese or English.
